As we gather on this joyous occasion of the Epiphany and the Baptism of the Lord on January 8th, we are
reminded of the profound significance of these events in the life of our Lord Jesus Christ. Today, we cele-
brate the manifestation of God's glory and the revelation of His divine plan for salvation.

Dear Parishioners,

The Epiphany, often called the "Manifestation of the Lord," marks the moment when the magi, guided by
the star, arrived to worship the newborn King. Their journey symbolizes the universal call to seek and en-
counter Christ, recognizing Him as the Savior of all nations. As we reflect on this beautiful story, let us
open our hearts to the divine light that leads us closer to the truth in Jesus Christ.

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Feast Day Celebration
of Santo Nifo

Join the Filipino Community
in Prayer and Celebration!

Ordinarily, we celebrate the Fiesta of Santo
Nifio in the Philippines on the third Sunday of|
January. In Cebu, people come from all over to
celebrate the Sinulog. The celebration of the
Santo Nirio has a special significance in Cebu
because of its historical background. This cel-
ebration marks the birth of Christianity in the
Philippines.

The original statue of Santo Nifio was given in
April 1521 by the Portuguese explorver Ferdi-
nand Magellan as a baptismal gift to Queen
Juana (Hara Amihan, wife of native chieftain
Humabon) upon her conversion to Christiani-
ty. It was a statue similar to the Infant Jesus of|
Prague.
